Do not use hard tabs and limit the use of hard returns to one return at the end of a paragraph. Please, do not number
manually the sections and subsections; the template will do it automatically.
1.1.1 Sub-subsection: Guidelines for Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been
defined in the abstract. Do not use abbreviations in the title or heads unless they are unavoidable.
1.1.2 Sub-subsection: Guidelines for Figures and Tables

Tables, figures, and graphics should be centred, numbered and accompanied by a legend. Figure captions
should be below figures; table heads should appear above tables. Insert figures and tables after they are cited in the
text. Use the abbreviation “Fig. 17, even at the beginning of a sentence.
1.1.3 Sub-subsection: Guidelines for Page numbers and Footnotes

Please, do not add any kind of pagination anywhere in the paper. Avoid using headers and use footnotes
[Arial, 8 point] only within the page margins (2,5 cm of white margins).
1.1.4 Sub-subsection: Guidelines for References

The list of the references should be given at the end of the paper. References are numbered in brackets by
order of appearance in the document (e.g. [1], [2], [3]). The same reference can be cited more than once in the text
with the same reference number.

2 Section

Use as many sections and subsections as you need (e.g. Introduction, Methodology, Results, Conclusions,
etc.) and end the paper with the list of references.
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
